 Children typically receive First Communion
in second grade after having attended one
full year of Faith Formation. If students in
second grade or higher have not yet
completed on full year of Faith Formation
or religion classes through Holy Family
Catholic School, they will need to do so
prior to enrolling in Sacramental
Preparation sessions. Discuss situation

with director.

 Parish second-graders, except for Holy
Family Catholic School students, will
participate all year long in Faith Formation
on Wednesday nights 6:00p.m.-7:00p.m.,
beginning September 7. They will attend
their regular grade level faith formation
classes during the year when Sacramental
Preparation sessions are not taking place.
Students of Holy Family will receive ongoing
catechesis as part of their curriculum, and
are thus exempt from regular Wednesday

classes.

 ALL STUDENTS & PARENTS will be
required to participate in the specific
Sacramental Preparation sessions, retreats,

and practices.
